Thank you for registering with the East Milton Youth Association Cheer Program!  Our number one goal is for the children to learn & have fun! Together with your help we will strive to make this a great season. Please visit our park web site @ www.eastmiltonyouthsports.com where you can find upcoming events, Board member contact information, & email Raeannw@bellsouth.net to post a few of your best cheer photos. *Remember when you email your photos, to include your coach’s name & the cheerleader(s) name(s). This information is important as we do have some cheerleaders that have asked not to have the pictures posted. 

 The uniform exchange and fitting will be held on Friday June 3, 2011 from 5:30-7pm.  If you need to try to exchange/sell your old uniform, please bring it with you.  Maybe there will be someone willing to swap out or buy it from you.  We will have Melissa Austin, our Varsity representative, available to help size all cheerleaders for New Uniforms and shoes.  All cheerleaders will need to attend even if you don’t need a new uniform.  You will need shoes so you will need to be there. She will be sizing for shells, skirts, midriffs, briefs, and shoes.  The total uniform cost will be 235.00.  Half of the uniform cost is due on this day and the other half will be due when the uniforms come in which usually takes 5 to 6 weeks.  So, please have your checkbook with you on this day.  We will call all the cheerleaders when we get all of the uniform pieces in and let you know when you can pick these up and pay your remaining balance.  The parents will be responsible for getting their cheerleader a pack of white ankle socks to wear with their uniform.  The park will be providing pom poms as we did last year.  Each coach will be responsible for his or her team’s poms.  This way we don’t have any cheerleader loosing their poms, forgetting their poms or worrying about which set is theirs.  This should make the season a little easier. 

This year, we will be offering you a warm up to purchase.  We have had several requests for this.  This is an optional purchase.  You may buy the pants and jacket set or you can just purchase the jacket if wanted.  The cost for the whole warm up will be approximately $115.00. The jacket alone will be $80.00.  Let us know if you are interested in purchasing this.  You can pay for half when the order is placed just like we do with the uniforms then pay the remaining balance when they come in.  

We have provided you with car wash tickets at the time you registered your cheerleader.  Please take these and sell as many as you can.  Whatever your cheerleader raises, will go toward their uniform/warm up cost.  The money will be due the day of the carwash.  The car wash will be at the Whataburger in front of Wal-Mart from 7am to 1pm.  Tickets will sell for $5.00 each. Please keep all money and any extra tickets that were not sold in your envelope and turn them in the day of the car wash.   There will be a sign in sheet at the car wash so we know what girls showed up to help.  We will split whatever money is made that day between the cheerleaders that actually worked the car wash.  All the money made this day will go toward your uniform costs or warm up costs!  If you need more tickets, please give me a call and I will get them to you!

We will have a parent/cheerleader meeting on Friday July 22nd at 6pm on the football field.  You will meet your coach, collect your uniform and make payment on the remaining balance.  T-Shirt 
orders will be due then as well so we can get them ordered and in before our games begin.  We will be passing out more car wash tickets to sell.  We plan to have another car wash on Saturday August 6th hopefully at Texas Roadhouse, if not there, we will do the Whataburger again or possibly Ollie’s.  We will let you know at this meeting.   

Fundraiser participation is a big must.  We use the funds we raise for events such as Homecoming, Banquet and End of Year Parties.  We also like to purchase new equipment such as megaphones, gymnastics mats, tattoos, glitter and paint /paper for signs.  We plan to do one major fundraiser after the season starts.  Right now we are looking to do the Yankee Candle Fundraiser instead of our original Krispy Kreme fundraiser.  We are possible going to start this September 1st and go through September 15th.  (Dates may Change)

Gulf Coast Youth Sports Alliance will be holding a one-day cheer camp that will be put on by UCA (Universal Cheerleaders Association) Cheerleaders.  This camp will be held here at our home park on June 11, 2011.  We are very excited to host this camp for all the Santa Rosa County Parks for the second year in a row.  I am encouraging all cheerleaders registered with East Milton to try and attend this camp. They will teach cheers, chants and STUNTS.  I hope that you decide to attend.  Please fill out the form at the bottom of the camp flyer that I have included in this packet and mail it to the address provided with the fee if you choose to attend this fun and exciting event.  This camp is totally optional.  It is a lot of fun for the girls.  This camp is a fundraiser for GCYSA to raise money to purchase the trophies we WILL win at competition.  

There will be another camp offered later in the summer.  The MHS cheerleaders put on a camp every football season after school has started.  This year they have decided to invite us and The City of Milton to an end of summer camp.  This camp will take place July 25th – 29th.  There will be a cost to attend.
